	Grassland 
Set-asides
	· Must be planted before June 15 in first year in program

· Cannot mow or harvest until after July 15 

· If you choose to harvest your set-aside (only one cut per year) you must advise DF&WT prior to harvest 

· You cannot plough down, disc, roll or herbicide before March 31 of the last year of the set-aside agreement


	· Program is open for application to the waiting list all year

· You will be notified by April 30 if your application is eligible for funding
· Yearly agreements run from April 1 to March 31
· Renewals and new agreements must be in DFWT office by June 30
· DFWT cost share is $300/acre for first year and $250/acre for second 

   & third year and $300 /acre for fourth year .
· Cost share is reduced to $150/acre/year in the first year and $125/acre/year thereafter if field is harvested
· Any co-operator can have a maximum of 50 acres within the program       (ie: active set-asides and waiting list combined)

	Laser Levelling
	Levelling to be completed by October 31
Notify DFWT if work cannot be completed by October 31
	· Program is open for application all year
· Applications must be in office and approved prior to leveling field
· Maximum of 50 acres/year per co-operator

· Receipts or Contractor invoices to be in DFWT office by November 11
· If you are leveling your field yourself, an estimate for leveling cost must be obtained from a professional land-leveling contractor prior to leveling and must be submitted by November 11

	Field 
Liming
	Lime to be applied before October 31
Notify DFWT if liming cannot be performed by October 31
	· Co-operators can apply for funding for a maximum of 100 metric tons
· Maximum of 2 tons of lime per acre for any field

· Receipts - If applying lime yourself OR if you use a Contractor - provide a receipt indicating acreage and application rate.  
· Receipts to be in office by November 11
